PROCEDURES


A.
Utility plans will have to be resubmitted to renew approval.


B.
Deliver submittals to Architect/Engineer at address listed on cover of Project Manual.


C.
Transmit each item under AIA Form G810 or Architect/Engineer‑accepted transmittal form.


D.
Identify each submittal item with the following information:



1.
Project Name and Location, Architect/Engineer Job Number, Contractor, Subcontractor, Major Supplier, Pertinent Drawing Sheet and Detail Number, Specification Section Number, and Deviations from Contract Documents, if any.



2.
Submittals which lack required identification information will be returned to Contractor with no action taken.  No extensions in Contract time will be granted due to delays caused by Contractor's failure to follow procedure.


E.
Provide 4 x 8 inch blank space on each submittal for Contractor and Architect/Engineer stamps.


F.
Submit initial progress schedules and schedule of values in duplicate within 20 days after date of Owner‑Contractor Agreement.  After review by Architect/Engineer revise and resubmit as required.  Submit 4 revised schedules with each Application for Payment, reflecting changes since previous submittal.


G.
Comply with progress schedule for submittal related to Work progress.   Coordinate submittal of related items.


H.
After Architect/Engineer review of submittal, revise and resubmit as required, identifying changes made since previous submittal.


I.
Duplicate and distribute copies of reviewed submittals to concerned persons.  Instruct recipients to promptly report any inability to comply with provisions.
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CONSTRUCTION PROGRESS SCHEDULES


A.
Submit horizontal bar chart with separate bar for each major trade or operation, identifying first work day of each week.

B. Show complete sequence of construction by activity, identifying work of separate stages and other logically grouped activities.  Show projected percentage of completion for each item of Work as of time of each progress Application for Payment.
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SUBMITTALS SCHEDULE


A.
Submit separate Submittals Schedule with initial Progress Schedule.  Clearly identify Project, and format similar to initial Progress Schedule, utilizing same method.


B.
Provide dates required for shop drawings, product data, and samples, and decision dates for selection of finishes.



1.
Architect/Engineer may require revision of schedule if times allotted for review are insufficient.


C.
Coordinate content with Schedule of Values.
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SCHEDULE OF VALUES


A.
Submit typed schedule on AIA Form G703.


B.
Format:  Table of Contents of this Project Manual.  Identify each line item with number and title of the major Specification sections.


C.
Include in each line item a directly proportional amount of Contractor's overhead and profit.


D.
Provide a subschedule for each separate stage of Work.


E.
Revise schedule to list change orders, for each application for payment.
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SHOP DRAWINGS


A.
Submit five copies.  After review, Contractor shall reproduce and distribute in accordance with requirements in Article on Procedures, above.


B.
Submit newly‑prepared information; the re‑use of Architect/Engineer's drawings in whole or in part will not be permitted.


C.
Present in a clear and thorough manner.  Title each drawing with Project and Contract name and number; identify each element of drawings by reference to sheet number and detail, schedule, or room number of Contract Documents.


D.
Identify field dimensions; show relation to adjacent or critical features or Work or products.


E.
Minimum Sheet Size:  8‑1/2 x 11 inches or larger multiples thereof.

PRODUCT DATA


A.
Submit only pages which are pertinent.  Mark each copy to identify applicable products, models, options, and other data; supplement manufacturers' standard data to provide information unique to the Work.   Include manufacturers' installation instructions when required by the Specification section.


B.
Submit number of copies which Contractor requires, plus three copies which will be retained by Architect/Engineer.
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MANUFACTURER'S INSTRUCTIONS


A.
When required in individual Specification Section, submit manufacturer's printed instructions for delivery, storage, assembly, installation, start‑up, adjusting, and finishing, in quantities specified for product data.
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SAMPLES


A.
Submit full range (not less than 3) of manufacturers' standard colors, textures, and patterns for Architect/Engineer's selection.  Submit samples for selection of finishes within 30 days after date of Contract.


B.
Submit samples to illustrate functional characteristics of the product, with integral parts and attachment devices.  Coordinate submittal of different categories for interfacing work.


C.
Include identification on each sample, giving full information.


D.
Submit the number specified in respective Specification section; one will be retained by Architect/Engineer.  Reviewed samples which may be used in the Work are indicated in the Specification section.
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FIELD SAMPLES


A.
Provide field samples at Project as required by individual Specifications section.  Install sample complete and finished. Acceptable finishes in place may be retained in completed Work.
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CONTRACTOR REVIEW OF SHOP DRAWINGS, PRODUCT DATA AND SAMPLES


A.
Review submittals prior to transmittal; determine and verify field measurements, field construction criteria, manufacturer's catalog numbers, and conformance of submittal with requirements of Contract Documents.


B.
Coordinate submittals with requirements of Work and of Contract Documents.


C.
Sign or initial each sheet of shop drawings and product data, and each sample label to certify compliance with requirements of Contract Documents.  Notify Architect/Engineer in writing at time of submittal, of any deviations from requirements of Contract Documents.


D.
Do not fabricate products or begin work which requires submittals until return of submittal with Architect/Engineer acceptance.


E.
When phrase, "by others," appears on Shop Drawings, General Contractor shall indicate on drawing who is to furnish material or operations so marked on submittal.
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NONCOMPLYING SUBMITTALS

A. Submittals not in compliance with this Section will be returned by Architect/Engineer to Contractor for resubmittal with appropriate deficiencies noted.
